The Aspermont European Equity Rotator Basket
The Actively Managed Certificate (AMC) linked to the Aspermont European Equity Rotator Basket gives investors the opportunity to invest in a dynamic, broadly diversified European equity portfolio. Since investments are made exclusively in indices, stock-specific risks are eliminated. The strategy is designed to give the manager the opportunity to add direct sector exposure by under/overweighting specific segment compared to index weight. Target weightings are determined by both fundamental and technical aspects and are continuously reviewed and adjusted as necessary. We place emphasis on the relative strength indicator (RSI), which is a technical momentum indicator that compares the magnitude of recent gains to recent losses of the asset to identify overbought and oversold conditions. 
Manager’s Comment
	European stock markets were hit by the escalating conflict in the Middle East surrounding Iran in March; the broader STOXX Europe 600 Index dropped -8.00%, while the STOXX Europe 50 dropped -9.26%. The Aspermont European Rotator Basket during March performed -8.35%. At the end of the month, the basket was invested across 189 European sectors and zero country indices, holding a cash position of 3.4%.
In March, the only positive sector was Oil&Gas (+8.9%) that we held as a 5% overweight position. During this month, the oil price spiked around 50% due to the start of the war in the Middle East. This has led to Energy companies profiting from the higher oil price. There were several sectors that held up very well during this month, beating the overall index. Chemicals (-0.56%) that we hold as Neutral position, performed well as investors rotated out of tech into sectors that already under performed. Further, large companies such as BASF used the oil price shock and raised prices across the board, supporting their margins going forward. Utilities also held up well against the dropping markets, only correcting -2.9% in March. We currently have a 2.5% OW position in this sector. Investors rotated into Utilities during crisis times as it is a stable cash flow business where revenues are regulated and predictable. Telecommunications beat the overall market (-4.25%, Neutral positioning)  as this sector too has stable earnings with companies such as Nokia and Deutsche Telekom leading the way in technological innovation. 
The weakest sectors in March were Real Estate (-15.9%)where a conflict situation puts pressure on actual interest rates; Personal and Household goods (-15.33%) that saw a halt to purchasing power as important tourist spendings across the world in luxury goods are declining with important airport shutdowns in the middle east; and Industrial Goods & Services (-13.46%) where bottlenecks and delays are likely to weigh on, and especially Airbus that is not able to meet the high demand of their Aircrafts due to bottlenecks with their supply of engines. For April we are maintaining our exposure but are keeping a close eye on the developments in the middle east.
